While the program helps students find exciting jobs, Co-op Ed is much more than a placement service. “Cooperative Education Work Experience” is an  elective or required course in nearly every NCC program.

Students enroll in and pay for Co-op as they would any other 3 credit course. They each receive a letter grade based on:

· Job performance

· Completion of faculty project, such as a journal, paper or portfolio. Each faculty advisor has a different set of requirements for the faculty project.
· Participation in the 8-week Co-op Seminar
The Co-op Seminar (offered year round on line and in the classroom) provides opportunities for interns to:

· Discuss how things are going on the job.
· Learn more about work issues such as: 
· Communication with supervisors and colleagues.
· Teamwork with people of different backgrounds.
· Sexual and racial harassment.
· Learn job search and career planning skills.
