Prerequisites for NCC Co-op Ed
To begin a Co-op internship, you must have met the entry requirements.  Plan ahead! You are welcome to apply during the semester before the requirements are met.
Co-op internship entry requirements:
· 30 credits toward an NCC degree. These can include transfer credit. Requirement varies for students in certificate programs.
· Completion of at least one course at NCC.
· Completion of English 101.
· Signature of academic coordinator.
· Any other requirements set by individual academic programs.
· GPA 2.0 or above.
International Students enrolled in ESL courses must complete ESL and enroll in English 101 before they can apply to Co-op.
